| Migrationverkets beslut hanvisar man till samma delen av rapporten och menar att ingen har
avréttats, men faktum &r att i Pakistan manniskor kritiskatill islam och koran dodas bade av
folkmassor och myndigheter med hjélp av artikel 295-C. Barai ar har rapporterats 33 kanda
fall av hadelse som resulterade i att flera hundra manniskor blev arresterat, torterad, mordad,
fick livstidsfangelse och dédsdomar. Men det verkliga antalet hadelse fall & okant eftersom
Pakistan &r ett laglost land, och polisen och andra myndigheter & gélvadirekt involverade i

dodande, tortyr och forfoljelse av. ménniskor som kritiserar islam och har en annan tro.
Foljande & nagra exempel bara fran 2011:

On January 4, Governor Salmaan Taseer was shot dead for wanting amendments to Pakistan’s
blasphemy laws after Aasia Noreen was sentenced to death for allegedly committing
blasphemy.

On January 6, Muhammad Ishag was sentenced to life imprisonment by a session’s court in
Bahawalpur for ‘being a black magician’ and allegedly burning a copy of the Quran.

On January 7, 2011 a Muslim prayer leader Mohammad Shafi and his son Mohammad Aslam
were jailed for life after being arrested in April 2010 for allegedly removing poster advertising
an Islamic event after it was over.

On January 7, 2011 the Kot Addu police registered a blasphemy case against a mentally
challenged Muslim at the request of alocal mosque cleric allegedly in an attempt to settle a
rivalry with the family of the accused.

On January 26, 2011, awoman named Amina accused her sister-in-law Zahira of blasphemy
after an argument the night before. Zahira’'s house was raided and she was beaten up. Zahira's
mother was also tortured. The leader of this torture squad, according to news sources, is said
to be one named Muhammad Sameer, who belongs to the same religious group as that of
Mumtaz Qadri, killer of Punjab’s ex-governor Salman Taseer early this month.

On January 29, 2011 ateenage boy Samiullah was arrested for allegedly writing blasphemous
material on his examination answer sheets. Board of Intermediate Education Karachi (BIEK)
Controller of Examinations Agha Akbar Mirza said “it was the boy’s neck or mine.”



On January 30th, two brothers Shahnawaz and |lyas were imprisoned over allegedly stealing
copies of the Quran and burying them in the courtyard of their house.

On February 2nd, 2011 in Bahawalpur, additional district and sessions judge Malik Riaz
Ahmed Khokhar handed down a desth sentence along with Rs. 0.2 million fine for Jalal pur
Peerwala. His crime was reportedly wearing a wooden slab hanging around his neck inscribed
with blasphemous remarks.

On February 6. 2011 shopkeeper Shafique was arrested in Okara for tying a shoe to aflag
bearing a holy symbol.

Another case reported on February 7, 2011 rival Muslim sects registered cases against each
other in Rawalpindi after clashes with each other.

On February 8, 2011 in Multan pitted Dr Jalal against his brother Noor Khan. One followed a
Deoband school of thought, and one followed Barelvi. Noor Khan's sons were setting up a
preaching centre opposite the house which apparently annoyed Dr. Jalal.

On February 20, 2011 a schoolteacher was booked by the Bhakkar police and subsequently
lunched by a mob for allegedly disrespecting the images of holy places and the footprint of
the Holy Prophet.

February 21, 2011 in Faislabad, the dispute on aresidential plot among communities ended up
in arrest of Christian woman under accusation of blasphemy charges by Muslims.

On February 26 in Multan, Muhammad Javed was accused of blasphemy because his friend
allegedly sent a blasphemous text from his phone. Shahnawaz, his friend, was rounded up for
blasphemy too.

On February 27 in Karachi, a mentally challenged person was accused of burning leaves of
the Quran and accused of blasphemy.

On February 27, Tehmina Durrani, wife of CM Shahbaz Sharif, was accused of blasphemy for
abook she wrote afew years ago.

On March 2, Shahbaz Bhatti, Federal Minister for Minorities was gunned down in |slamabad
for condemning Salmaan Taseer’s murder and wanting amendments in the blasphemy law.
On March 4, aman accused in a blasphemy case was shot dead on the outskirts of
Rawalpindi. Mohammad I mran was gunned down by three masked men near a bus stand in
Danda village of Rawalpindi, a garrison city adjacent to the capital Islamabad, the Dawn
newspaper reported.

On March 15, Qamar David, a Christian convict accused of blasphemy in 2006 was found
dead in his prison cell. Prison guards claimed it was due to a heart attack, but David’s family
and lawyer maintain David was in good health. The histopathology report is underway.

On March 23, Hardliner clerics from different mosques announced that the local Christians
from the church deliberately burnt the pages of the holy Quran at a heap of garbage in the



area. Muslim and Christian clerics a reached peace agreement with the condition that church
authorities would suspend activities, especially at the time when Muslims living in the area
offer prayers.

On March 25, in Sialkot, Faiz Ahmed allegedly tore apart the posters affixed by the Tehrik-i-
Minhaul Quran inside Jamia Masjid Ahle Sunnat. Pesh |mam announced the incident on
loudspeaker. People gathered, protested, and lynched. He was taken into custody.

On March 25, Satrah police in Daska Tehsi| registered a case against Abid Shah for allegedly
speaking against the companions of the Holy Prophet (PBUH).

On March 26, Gilgit-Baltistan joined the league of the country’s other self-righteous areas
after the region’s first-ever blasphemy case was registered against a man who allegedly passed
contemptuous comments against the Holy Prophet. A case was registered under the blasphemy
law against Yagoob Shah, son of Taifur Shah. Yagoob is said to be aresident of Ghizer Valley,
which is about 75 kilometres from Gilgit. SP Azam said that the man had been arrested and
police had started an investigation into the case. The incident was reported at about 5.30 pm
in Kondodas and the news spread like wildfire. Hundreds of people gathered outside the
police station, calling for the man’s immediate arrest. As the crowd grew larger, shopkeepers
closed their shops in anticipation of violence. The crowd, however, dispersed after police
registered a case under the sections 295, 296, 298, 500, 506 of the Pakistan Penal Code
(blasphemy law).

On April 7, an additional district and sessions judge (AD& SJ) dismissed the plea for
registration of a case under the blasphemy law against Dr Waseem Ajmal, the managing
director (MD) of Solid Waste Management (SWM) department. A parliamentary committee of
the Punjab Assembly had ordered the police to register an FIR against him.

On April 9, in an apparent retaliation of the burning of the Holy Quran in Florida, aMuslim
youngster tore into pieces a copy of the Bible at the entrance of a Lahore church and also tried
to burn it before being caught red-handed. The incident happened outside Saint Joseph’s
Church, situated on Lawrence Road, as Christians were busy in their religious services ahead
of Good Friday. Sources in the Civil Lines Police Station said they have registered an FIR
against the accused under section 295-A of the Pakistan Penal Code and arrested him. The
offender, if convicted, could be jailed for 10 years.

On April 13, Pakistan's blasphemy vigilantes killed an exonerated man, Mohamed I mran,
Two weeks after he returned to his small patch of farmland on the rustic outskirts of

| slamabad, two gunmen burst into the shoe shop where he sat talking to afriend, and opened
fireon him.

On April 16, The Pakistan embassy in Washington sough to re investigate a blasphemy case
against an American national who had been arrested in July 2009 on blasphemy charges.



On April 17, aGojra-like incident in Gujranwala was narrowly averted after police took two
Christian men into protective custody after some elements tried to create havoc and falsely
accuse them of blasphemy charges.

On April 19, aman who murdered 2 Christian men who had allegedly committed blasphemy
was sentenced to death and fined by an ATC in Faislabad.

On April 20, in Faisalabad, an ATC fined and sentenced to death a man who had killed two
Christian brothers accused of blasphemy last year

On April 21, The Sunni Ittehad Council (SIC) sues Lahore DCO Ahad Cheema for blasphemy.
The decision was taken in a meeting of the SIC hierarchy in Lahore. A complaint was
submitted at a proper forum within two to three days. Blasphemy laws were invoked for the
purported desecration of the Holy Prophet’s (PBUH) name inscribed on hoardings, billboards
and banners of the organisation which were removed on the orders of the DCO from various
parts of the city.

On April 29, 65 followers of Pir Gohar Shahi fled away from Pakistan to Indiato save them
from persecution on blasphemy charges. They were put in jail after they refused to go back to
their country. Now the UN has categorized them as refugees. There are 19 women, 7 children,
and 39 men.

On May 1, hundreds of activists of religious parties turned violent in Gujranwala and attacked
a Christian seminary, a church as well as houses of Christians- including a pastor. The
protestors also smashed a Christian missionary school. 50 people were injured.

On May 24, extremist Muslims lodged a blasphemy case against a handicap Christian in
Lahore. His family have fled their homes after a Muslim mob threatened to harm them

Men Aasia Bibi var inte den enda person som doémtstill déden for hadelse under
rapporteringsperioden. | september 2010 bif6ll Lahore High Court 2002 dédsdomen mot
Wajihul Hassan for att ha yttrat hadiska kommentarer mot profeten Muhammed. Dessutom
var en man fran Punjab, kand som Rafig, domd for hadelse och domdes till doden i februari
2011 for att ha skriftligt hadiska kommentarer mot Sihaba, en foljeslagare till profeten
Muhammed.

L anga fangel sestraff infordes ocksa for hadelse eller andra beteende som anses stétande for
islam under rapporteringsperioden. En muslimsk boneledare, Mohammad Shafi, och hans 20-
arige son, Mohammad Aslam, domdes till livstids fangelse i januari 2011 om hédelse avgifter,
malet & ett resultat av oenighet mellan sekter av islam. | mars 2010 var Ruqgiya Bibi och
hennes man Munir Masih domd till 25 &rs fangelse for orena koranen efter at de pastas ha
rort boken med otvéttade hander. En ménniskoréattsaktivist, Hector Aleem, domdes till sju ars
fangelse i december 2010 for att ha skicka hadiska textmeddelanden. Aleem advokat
rapporterade att en lokal man inramat hans klient efter ett land tvist dar han hade férsvarat de
kristnas réttigheter.

Sammantaget under rapporteringsperioden fick USCIRF rapporter om 14 gripanden och
domar baserade pa hadelse avgifter. Dessutom har atta mord i samband med hédelse.



Human RightsWatch

During the past Human Rights Watch has reported a number of times about the ill situation of
human rights in Pakistan, how bad minorities are treated and the victims of blasphemy laws.
Only during the past months it has reported and has taken up on the site of HRW about
several incidents of death penalty sentences for blasphemy. It also has reported about the
ongoing violence against different minorities groups. The security situation significantly
worsened and continued to be a serious concern.

Torture fears for two Pakistani students

Brothers Abdullah and Ibrahim Mohamed EI-Sharkawi have not been seen since their alleged
enforced disappearance in Pakistan on 25 and 29 May 2011. There are fears that they are
being held by Pakistani intelligence agencies and are at risk of torture and other ill-treatment.

Torture and other ill-treatment

Dozens of detainees were tortured to death or killed, and other extrajudicial executions were
reported amid widespread impunity for such violations. Christian minority member Fanish
Masih, aged 19, was found dead on 15 September in Sialkot prison where he had been held in
solitary confinement. Prison authorities claimed that he had committed suicide but his
relatives reportedly noted bruises consistent with torture on his forehead, arms and legs. Three
prison officials were suspended for negligence, but no criminal charges were brought against
them.

Enforced disappearances

New instances of enforced disappearances were reported. Despite the resumption of Supreme
Court hearings of disappearance cases in November, the fate and whereabouts of hundreds of
disappeared people remained unknown.

Discrimination — religious minorities

Members of religious minorities suffered increasing abuses, including abduction, murder,
intimidation, and harassment, as Sate officials failed to protect them and adequately prosecute
perpetrators. The Taleban imposed jizia, atax payable by non-Muslims living under Muslim
rule,

At least 14 members of the Ahmadiyya community, including children, were arrested on
charges of blasphemy which carries the mandatory desth penalty. At least 11 Ahmadis and
nine Christians were killed for their faith in separate incidents.
*0On 29 January, five Ahmadis, including one minor, were detained on spurious charges
of blasphemy in Layyah district, Punjab Province, with no evidence or witnesses to
support the charges against them. They were released on bail.

* In Gojra, Punjab, over 1,000 people attacked the Christian quarter on 1 August,
burning six people alive, including a seven-year-old child. Seventeen others were
injured, one of whom died later. The attack was aresponse to rumours that Christians
had torn pages of the Qur’an in neighbouring Korian. A judicial inquiry, ordered by the
Punjab Chief Minister, submitted its findings to Punjab authorities in early September;
they were not made public. Of 42 people arrested on charges stemming from the attack
in Gojra, 35 were released on bail.

One well know blasphemy case supported by IHEU was the case
of Dr. M. Younus Shaikh, who was accused of blasphemy, threatened death penalty according
to section 295/ C of the Pakistan Penal Code.

According to IHEU it is quite well known in Pakistan that torture prevails both in police and
military custody. Torture is still the primary method by which crimes are investigated. The
law of the land is silent on the issue of torture by the law enforcement agencies.

The major human rights problems included extrajudicial killings, disappearances, and torture.
Although the government initiated an investigation into an Internet video showing men in
military uniforms apparently committing extrajudicial killings, afailure to credibly investigate
allegations, impose disciplinary or accountability measures, and consistently prosecute those
responsible for abuses contributed to a culture of impunity. Poor prison conditions, instances
of arbitrary detention, lengthy pretrial detentions, awesak criminal justice system, insufficient
training for prosecutors and criminal investigators, a lack of judicial independence in the
lower courts, and infringements on citizens' privacy remained problems. Harassment of

journalists, some censorship, and self-censorship were problems. There were some restrictions
on freedom of assembly. Corruption was widespread within the government and lower levels
of the police forces, There were several reports that the government or its agents committed
arbitrary or unlawful killings. Politically motivated killings and societal violence, including
killings by angry mobs, continued. There were reports of extrgjudicial killings

During the year the nongovernmental organization (NGO) Society for Human Rights and
Prisoners Aid (SHARP) reported 72 civilian deaths after encounters with police and 168
deaths in jails, an increase from the previous year. The police stated that these deaths occurred
when suspects attempted to escape, resisted arrest, or committed suicide. Human rights
observers, family members, and the media reported that security forces staged many of the
deaths. Lengthy trial delays and failures to discipline and consistently prosecute those
responsible for abuses contributed to a culture of impunity.

On March 7, Pakistani newspaper Dawn reported that the Pasrur city police in Punjab
registered a case against the station's former station house officer (SHO) and other officers for
allegedly torturing a suspect in custody. The suspect, Ghulam Farid, died in jail on February
26.

On March 29, Dawn reported that Naveed Shah was tortured to death by police at the Sangi
police station in Sindh. The government immediately responded, and on March 30, the Sindh
High Court Bench ordered that a murder case be filed against the SHO and other officers.

On May 26, Human Rights Watch (HRW) reported that Farman Ali, aresident of Swat who
had surrendered to the army in March, was found dead in a field with a gunshot to the head.

In mid-January HRW reported that 12 corpses were found near the Swat River riddled with
bullets and bearing marks of torture. The dead were believed to include missing villagers
whom the army picked up earlier.

January 2, HRW reported the body of "Humanyun” (an alias) was found dumped outside his
house. The remains showed visible marks of torture and broken bones. The military allegedly
detained him and his brother on October 27 on their return to Swat. According to HRW,
Humanyun's brother was released on December 29. He had been tortured, and both of his legs
had been broken.

During the year politically motivated disappearances continued. There were reports of
disappearances in nearly all areas of the country. Some police and security forces held
prisoners incommunicado, refusing to disclose their location. Human rights organizations
reported many Sindhi and Baloch nationalists were among the missing.
